The Scout should be advancing in Scouting (not mandatory).
Regular participation in Sunday worship.
Involved in formal religious education program.
Complete the requirements in the Ad Altare Del Scout Manual.
e Successfully complete an Ad Altare Dei Board of Review.
Program Completion
e After all sectionshave been completed, the counselor will contact the Catholic Committee on
Scouting to find out the schedule for the AAD Board of Review.
e Each Scout should bring his application and a $12.00 application fee to the Board of Review.
e The Scout will sit before the Board of Review to determine:
1. Does he have a better understanding of his Christian commitment?
2. Has he learned to understand, support, and apply Christian principles to the problems of our day?
3. Has he thought about his vocation in life: avocation to the priesthood, religious life, marriage, or single
life?
4. How has his relationship with his Church grown?
5. What is his attitude toward Scouting and the ideals of the program?
6. How does his relationship between Scouting and the Church compare?
7. As aresult of the program, has the Scout grown in his understanding and living out of his faith?

Eligibility
e A registered youth member of the Boy Scouts of America of the Catholic faith.
e Hasstarted ninth grade.
e Designed for age 15-16 year old, but all registered Venturers (male or female before their 21st birthday)
and all registered Boy Scouts (in high school, before their 18th birthday) are eligible.
Purpose
e Pope Pius XII is Catholic Scouting's church-related ministries and vocation program.
e The program deals with different life choices (single, married, religious, ordained), occupations and
ministriesin the church as calls from God.
e [t includes youth led discussions on current issues facing the church and society, which are normally
included as part of aPius XII retreat or day of recollection
Requirements
e |deal group sizeis4-12, but the course may be run with smaller groups.
e The program should be run by the candidates themselves, the adult serves as a Moderator
e A number of interviews and an investigation of a controversial issue facing the church or society are
integral to the program
e A retreat experience, ideally centered on the Pius X11 program itself and a ministries service project are
required

e Complete requirements for all unitsin Pope Pius X1 Religious Emblem Scout Manual
e PassaPope Pius X1l Board of Review
e Pope Pius X11 Board of Review is made up of former Pope Pius Xl recipients with adult leaders acting in
an advisory and supervisory capacity.
Presentation
e |dedlly, thereligious emblem will be presented to the Scout at the annual Y outh Recognition Ceremony
held in the (arch) diocese/eparchy each year.
e Thereligious knot should be presented at a unit ceremony.
Scout's Role
e Asan older Scout/Venturer, the candidate is expected to actively share in group discussions and complete
al interviews and activities.
Parent'sRole
e Support and encourage their youth’s participation in the program.
Suggested Time Requirements
e |tissuggested that the group meet for nine to twelve sessions. As the youth are older, two hour sessions
seem to work well, and flexibility is often required in scheduling sessions and interview feed back’s.
